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Michael Moore’s workshop, Drawing-
Drawings, will focus on the practice of
drawing drawings. During the drawing
process, our hands use tools with which
to wander, search, inquire, learn, locate,
coordinate, refine, and teach, leaving a
linear record of where they have been
and what they have done. Our hands
learn by doing, and we learn by observation.
Our hands make the drawings,

and we provide the recognition. We

may call this the practice of drawing
drawings. When we work, our hands
work with us, and when we imagine,

our hands imagine too. Michael
Moore’s workshops will consist of
individual and group efforts to find ways
in which we, as practitioners of the craft
of drawing, can follow our hands in the
pursuit of forms and images.
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
